- KX Editor V1.2.2 

KX Editor manages the hardware settings of KX series devices (KX25/KX49/KX61/KX8). 

- KX Extension V1.6.2 

KX Extensions enables integration of KX series devices (KX25/KX49/KX61/KX8) with Cubase.

- Added a new operation for the user commands via “[INC],” “[DEC]” and “CUBASE FUNCTION 

[A] + [B] (pushing them at the same time).”  

- Added exclusive commands for Cubase series 4.5 or later / Nuendo 4.2 or later. 

- Added the specification so that the parameters of the VST instruments stacked on the 

Instrument Rack could be controlled by the KX series when selecting the MIDI track 

corresponding to the VST instrument.  

- Added the “Parameter Learning” function. 

- Improved stability and operation.
